Important Information About Health Insurance Coverage

All full-time students are required by the University to maintain health insurance coverage for protection in the event of accident or illness. A full-time student is any undergraduate student enrolled for 12 or more credits or any graduate student enrolled for nine or more credits. As a full-time UConn student, you must have one of the following health insurance coverage options: 

* a plan carried by a parent,

* a personal insurance policy or

* the Student Health Insurance Plan.

The Student Health Insurance Plan is a group policy that is sponsored by UConn, but is sold and administered through The Bailey Insurance Agencies under contract to the University. 

The Student Health Insurance Plan will provide you with health insurance coverage from August 15, 2006 to August 15, 2007. The plan is designed to provide basic medical insurance protection. It does not provide comprehensive coverage for all medical needs. Visit www.shs.uconn.edu/insuran1.html to learn more about the plan’s coverage limits and pre-existing condition limitations. 

UConn uses what is called a hard waiver system to assure health coverage for students. Under the hard waiver system, you are automatically charged for the University-sponsored insurance plan. If you already have insurance coverage and wish to decline the University plan, you can request a waiver. A waiver is only granted if another form of insurance coverage is in effect. You may apply for a waiver via the University’s PeopleSoft system.

If you choose to enroll in the Student Health Insurance plan, you will receive an identification card in the mail. For more information about the Student Health Insurance plan, contact Bailey Insurance Agencies at 1-800-321-4449 or visit them online at www.baileyagencies.com
Students who are currently covered by an HMO or PPO should review their current plan’s coverage rules before declining the University-sponsored insurance plan. Your plan may provide no, or limited, coverage outside of your home area.

Only the online waiver form will be recognized.  Any other form of request will not be processed.  This process must be followed each academic year.  Students may request waivers from June 1 ñ September 11, 2006.  Insurance charges cannot be waived after September 11th.  Failure to complete the insurance waiver process prior to September 11, 2006 will result in automatic enrollment in the Student Health Insurance Plan and the $850 - $950 charge for the coverage will be added to the student fee bill.

To request a health insurance waiver, visit www.studentselfservice.uconn.edu. You will need your seven-digit student ID to complete the waiver process. Your ID can be found on your UConn acceptance letter. Once you have logged into your People Soft account, navigate to SA Self Service, then Learner Servers, then Finances, then UC Health Insurance Waiver.
